Sampling of Local WWII Letter Collection Available Online

During World War I, service
members from Columbia Heights
received news about ‘back home’
from the weekly newspaper, The
Columbia Heights Record. This was
made possible by Peter Tema, the
editor and publisher of The Record.
Throughout World War Il he mailed
a copy of the newspaper to each
soldier free of charge wherever they were stationed. The
soldiers wrote back to him to give updates on how they
were doing, to ask for The Record to be sent to them

at their new addresses, to say thanks, and to tell him

to “Say Hello to the folks at home for me”. Peter saved
every piece of correspondence from the soldiers, many
of which contained news and information about the war.

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Peter Tema passed away in 2000, resulting in an estate
sale of his household. Longtime Columbia Heights
resident Rita Norberg attended the estate sale, where
she came across a table full of old letters and postcards
written to Peter Tema during the war. An avid collector
and antiques professional, she purchased the collection

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and secured a place for them to be stored at the
Columbia Heights Library.

At a Friends of the Columbia Heights Library meeting
in the spring of 2019, Rita proposed that the letters be
organized. Rita and six other members of the Friends
of the Library then met to begin sorting, alphabetizing,
and placing the ‘Dear Pete’ letters into binders. Cathy
Devoy spent more than forty hours entering data from
the letters into a spreadsheet capturing names, military
branch, date, and geographic information from each
letter.

Last year, thirty letters from the collection were
submitted to the Minnesota Digital Library. Their website
offers free access to digital collections from over 200
Minnesota-based organizations. The digitized items
include pictures, maps, postcards, and other types of
historical documents. The Tema letters were scanned
at the Minnesota History Museum and the physical and
digital copies were returned to the library. Information
from the spreadsheet and a short description of each
item is available on the website with the digital copies.

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New Era Ahead at Medtronic Site

The City is laying the groundwork for redevelopment of Medtronic's Sullivan Lake Campus at 800 53rd Ave NE.
Medtronic put the property on the market in late 2022, opening up a rare opportunity to re-envision the 12-acre site.
The property, which is currently zoned for commercial use, includes an office building that was built in 1979 with surface
parking. In order to optimize redevelopment of the site in alignment with City goals, other types of zoning are being
explored. Because any zoning changes require an amendment to the City's Comprehensive Plan, staff have engaged
consultant HKGi to work on a Comprehensive Plan Amendment to accommodate other types of zoning.

The City is working with HKGi to address infrastructure factors such as water and sewer upgrades, as well as set
parameters around planning and design principles. The City has highlighted the desire to see a mixture of uses with a
focus on Sullivan Lake as a community amenity. At the time of printing, a joint meeting with the City Council and Planning
Commission is scheduled to take place on Nov 16 to guide the direction of the Comprehensive Plan Amendment.

The City of Columbia Heights has eight boards and commissions that advise the City Council on specific
policies and make recommendations based on research and staff expertise: the Charter Commission, the
Economic Development Authority (EDA), the Housing and Redevelopment Authority (HRA), the Library
Board, the Park and Rec Commission, the Planning Commission, the Sustainability Commission, and the Youth
Commission. Specific commissions are periodically highlighted in the City newsletter to help keep residents
informed of their roles and responsibilities.

Park & Recreation Commission

The Park and Recreation Commission supervises
and controls the use of public parkland, recreation,
and senior citizen programs in the City, including
parks, parkways, playgrounds, recreation fields and
buildings, and all related public service facilities.

The Commission also recommends improvements
for parks and has the authority to make reasonable
administrative rules and regulations, including setting
fees and governing public use of park lands and
buildings.

The Commission is composed of seven members who
are residents of the City who serve for three years.

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Public Safety Staff Taking Part in Spanish Language Training

Members of the Police Department and Fire
Department are adding Spanish language skills to
their tool box in an effort to improve communication
with Spanish-speaking community members. The
classes are being offered to the departments through
a partnership with Brenda Pliego-Geniz, a Columbia
Heights Public School employee.

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Road Project Updates

53rd Ave Project - Forest Lake Contracting is
substantially complete with construction of the
new turnabout on 53rd Ave in front of Target. The
final remaining items including restoration of turf
areas, signing, striping, and lighting installation are
anticipated to be completed in November.

Park Construction has remained busy with wrapping
up the 53rd Ave trail and walk improvements

project from Main St to Central Ave. Retaining walls,
bituminous paving, concrete work, signing, and striping
are anticipated to be completed this month.

37th Ave Project - Eureka Construction is nearly
complete with paving the bituminous trail and final lift
of bituminous pavement on the north side of 37th Ave
from Central Ave to Stinson Blvd. Work on the south
side of 37th Ave as well as on 37th Pl is anticipated to
be complete in November.

2024-2025 Alley Projects - For the 2024-2025
construction seasons, the City will be taking a break
from the street rehabilitation program in order to
focus on reconstructing alleys throughout the City.
The reconstructed alleys will be built using concrete
to replace the bituminous pavement. It is anticipated
that up to five alleys will be reconstructed in 2024
with another up to five alleys anticipated to be
reconstructed in 2025.

Anoka County and the City of Columbia Heights
are conducting a study on the 40th Ave NE
Corridor. The study focuses on understanding the
community's wants and needs for the corridor

and developing a plan for a safe and effective
transportation in the future. The study area includes
40th Ave NE between Main St NE and Central Ave
NE. Project goals include:

Protect our Lakes and Streams: Use Salt Wisely

Salt can make sidewalks and roadways safer in the short term, but it also pollutes lakes and rivers and is harmful to
pets and wildlife, buildings, cars, and bridges. Salt is often over-applied as well, worsening its negative effects. To

reduce the environmental impact of de-icers, follow these simple tips:

1. Shovel

2. Select

Use salt only where it’s critical. When you apply salt to pavement,
3. Scatter leave plenty of space between granules. A 12-ounce coffee cup of
salt is enough to cover 10 sidewalk squares or a 20-foot driveway.

4. Sweep

needed.

Clear walkways before snow turns to ice, and before you apply salt.
The more snow you clear manually, the less salt you'll need.

Salt doesn't melt ice if the pavement is below 15 degrees, so use
sand for traction when it's too cold, or choose a different de-icer.

2024 Proposed City Tax Levy and City Budget Expenses

To fund the proposed 2024 tax-
supported operating budget, the
City’s gross property tax levy for
2024 will require an 8.4% increase
over 2023. The City’s gross tax
levy includes both the share of
taxes paid by local taxpayers and
the share subsidized by the metro
area fiscal disparities program.

The metro area fiscal disparities
subsidy will decrease by 11% for
2024. Unfortunately, this will
cause local taxpayers to pay a
greater share of the gross tax
levy for 2024 than for 2023.
Effectively, this results in an 14.2%
average increase in City property
taxes for local taxpayers.

Of course, the 2024 property
taxes for any particular property
in Columbia Heights are
dependent on relative changes in

individual property values as well.
In November, Anoka County will
mail a property-specific notice

of the proposed 2024 property
taxes to each owner. The

notice will include information

on budgeted revenues and
expenditures for the City, the
county, and the school district.

The Columbia Heights City
Council will hold a public hearing
on the proposed 2024 City
budget and the final version of
the 2024 City property tax levy at
the Dec 11 City Council meeting,
which begins at 6 pm in the City
Council chambers. Members of
the public may attend the public
hearing in-person or online using
a link that will be included in the
meeting agenda packet.
